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Mrs. Orilee Ebanks

East End United Church – Cayman Islands

Mrs. Orilee Ebanks, nee McLean, attended the East End United Church from infancy and was serving as an Elder at the time of her death in November 2012. She gave her life to Christ at an early age and was very active in the Church and its leadership throughout her life. Though a trained primary school teacher by profession, she served for many years in other arms of the Cayman Government, including 26 at the Health Services Authority, nearly all that time as Supervisor of Purchasing and Inventory Control. However, she continued to apply her teaching expertise as a long serving Sunday School Teacher. She had also served as an Elder for many years and during that period held other Offices in the Church, including a spell as a Council Representative in the 1990’s.

Ms. Orilee, as she was widely known, often served as liturgist and would assist in preaching and was very active in prayer and Bible study groups as well as outreach ministries in the community, including as a leader of the Charge’s Senior Citizens Ministry.   Mrs. Ebanks also served as President of the East End branch of the Women’s Fellowship for a number of terms. She was gifted in arts and crafts, as well as drama, which she often used to pass on local history – and to entertain everyone with hilarious skits she had penned. She continuously used those varied gifts in the ministries of the Church and the Women’s Fellowship in reaching out to serve the community and cheer many residents who experienced these gifts of kindness. The Women’s Fellowship remembers how she applied her high spirits and imaginative mind to keep everyone moving in the work of Christ, Whom she loved and served faithfully in all aspects of her life, to the very end.
